· PAP/2023/0324 – Outline Access application for the construction of three dwellings to the rear of the White Hart Inn Ridge Lane. – Pending
· PAP/2023/0464 - Secondary Glazing of windows at the grade II listed Railway Cottage in Quarry Lane – Approved.
· PAP/2024/0113 – Coachman’s Cottage Purley Chase Lane – proposed new dwelling – Pending.

The use of these would not change should they be granted permission to install the solar panels. Approved.

· PAP/2024/0369 – Ladywood Farm Ridge Lane – Replacement of part concrete part hardcore track with concrete – Clerk submitted no objection as a hard surface will help with biosecurity for an active dairy farm. Application Granted.
· PAP/2024/0331 – Ladywood Farm Ridge Lane – Erection of open framed portal building to separate clean and dirty water and collect and handle cattle – Clerk submitted no objection as the management of water run off is required by DEFRA to ensure that excessive nutrients do not enter the water courses. If no longer required then the structure can easily be dismantled. Application Granted.
· PAP/2024/0342 – Pentire, Nuneaton Road Mancetter – Extensions – Clerk submitted no objection providing materials used are in keeping with the existing property and streetscape. Pending.
· PAP/2024/0209 – Brooklands Nuneaton Road Mancetter - Proposed detached double garage, timber shed with new boundary wall with altered access gates and tarmac access area. Clerk submitted comments that it should not be used for residential purposes and removed if no longer required. Pending.
· PAP/2024/0185 – 16 Wakeford Close Ridge Lane – Rear and side ground floor extensions – Clerk submitted comments that the angle of the extension will have some effect on light levels in the neighbouring property but that the application does accord with planning policy. Application Granted.
